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PRINCIPAL’S ADDRESS — ANNUAL PRIZE DAY — 1993-94

19th April 1994
Mr. & Mrs. Srivastava, Ladies & Gentlemen,

I wish to thank Mr, & Mrs. Srivastava for being here with us this evening. Mr, Srivastava is an
extremely busy person but it is a credit to him that he readily agreed to be with us this evening. Mr.
Srivastava, a science graduate, almost became a teacher. His joining the Govi. service in 1967 was what
stopped him. He has served the department all over the country and thus is a man of vast experience. His
interests include Music, Dramatics and is interested in sports especially Cricket, Table Tennis and
Badminton. Mrs. Srivastava too is a graduate in science as well as in Classical Vocal Music and Classical
Dance. Thus we are much honoured to have them with us this evening.

The school opened for the Academic year 1993-94 on 8th June '94. We opened with a strength of
1110 students of which 597 were resident scholars — 453 boys and 144 girls. There were also 513 day
scholars — 316 boys and 197 girls. During the year the numbers went up due to more admissions.

In the ICSE examination this year we had a pass percentage of 93%. There was a marked all round
improvement. However, Science and Mathematics still had the maximum failures.

In February 1994 Macmillan publishers arranged a Seminar for our Junior School teachers, Although
the teachers attended the seminar was too general to really help the teachers.
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Five students appeared for the music exam conducted by the Trinity College of Music, London. All
passed with flying colours.

HEALTH

The children were generally healthy. Apart from a few cases of mumps, chicken pox, measles and
typhoid there were no major illnesses to report.

There were however two incidents, that need mentioning. This year in the range behind and out of
the school there was a huge plantation scheme organised by the Agro forestry for wasteland development.
Over 13 lakh trees were planted. This plantation area was on our cross country route and some boys while
practising were given Jetropha seeds in a sack to plant on our campus. The inguisitive boys decided to
taste the seeds and finding it sweel consumed them, some in large numbers, (Jetropha is used as a
purgative). The result was that in a couple of hours time the boys were violently ill and had to be rushed
to the civil hospital in Nasik where they were treated. They were admitted in the evening and discharged
the next morning, However, this was a legomedical case and had to be reported to the police. Thus it went
to the press i.e. newspapers, radio and television and was reported as food poisioning. Some anxious
parents came down or phoned, However, il eventually was not really serious.

The following staff were appointed in their place : Mr. D'Silva, Mrs. Bahree, Mrs. Kahlon, Mrs. Goel,
Mrs. Widhani and Mr. H. Pavey, Mrs. D. Spitz, Mrs. D. Dixon and Mrs. D. Kelly.

On the 2nd January "94, Mr. David Robins a security Sergeant suddenly passed away. He was 57 years
of age.

This year Mr. Shashi Gadre, House Master Royal House retires after a tenure of 36 years from 1959
to 1994, We are going 1o miss him, For he quictly worked behind the scene and effectively helped
everyone. I shall however call on him whenever we need his services.

CO-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

Our school calendar is full of extra curricular activities for both girls and boys and the school opened
in June with table tennis and soft ball for the girls and football and cross country for the boys. The Inter
House debates started as well.

The cross country was a popular event as usual, This year the boys seemed to do better. Maybe it was
the Jetropha!

The Annual Inter House P. T. and Gymnastics gol underway and the finals were held on 13th August
93, Mr. V. A. Potnis, Director Gavkari, Daily was the chief guest. He enjoyed the function thoroughly
and complimented all those that took part.

The football house tournaments were followed by the Annual Inter School Fixture in St. Peter’s
School, Mazagon. After a close and exciting match St. Peter’s were the unlikely winners. The score
3-2.

We were the hosts this year for the Annual Inter School Football Tournament for Anglo Indian
Schools in Maharashira. Nine schools from Bombay, Pune and Panchgani assembled here on 25th August
*03, The tournament kicked off at 7 a.m. on 26th August "93. There was an air of great excitement all
over and everyday for the next six days there were matches in the morning and the evenings.

Eventually, however, St. Peter’s, Mazagon, the holders entered the finals along with Barnes. The
match started at 5.00 p.m. with Mr. & Mrs. Parameshwaran — General Manager — Mahendra &
Mahendra, Nasik as the chief guests. The match was keenly contested and after 70 minutes, Barnes had
won the trophy for the third time in six years. The score 3-10 in our favour. My thanks to Mr. Alec
D’Souza who organised the tournament and Mr. Borle who kept all visitors well fed.

The Annaul Inter House Athletics was held on 10th November 93, Mr. & Mrs, P. K. Joshi, Comm.
of Police, Nasik were the chiel guests. Mr. Joshi a keen sportsman himself joined in the spirit of the event
and encouraged the students with a stirring specch. My thanks to him,

The Annual School Play “Dear Children” was staged on Saturday, 27th November, 1993 with Gen.
& Mrs. Kulbir Singh, Commandant, School of Arly as the chief guests. They enjoyed the play
tremendously and so did the rest present. The students performed excellently. The prize for the best
performance was shared.

Parents Day was held on 15t October '93. The children worked hard with models and the chart display
was very good. The parents that attended were able to see their children’s work and meet the teachers.

The Annual Cricket Match against St. Xaviers, Bombay was held in November and our crickel team
visited St. Xaviers and played in Bombay. The honours were shared, each winning a maich.

The boys Hockey team and the girls Baskel Ball team travelled to Bombay and played against St.
Peters, Mazagon. The boys drew 1-1 in hockéy but our girls were run away victors. The score 40-10.

The Junior school concert was held in March and we had a packed house as usual. This is one event
where we have maximum participation of students and attendance of parents.

The Inter House Boxing was held on 29th March. There was much talent on display. Most bouts were
very closely contested.

Founder’s Day was held on 29th January 1994, The memorial service, a very solemn affair, was well
attended. This was followed by the school Fete. This year we had an unusually large attendance of parents
and friends and of course the students and with the hard work of the teachers — the fete was a massive
success.

Our Ex-students still continue to show a great interest in the school. They visited us in October and
while they were here the staff, students and the Ex-students themselves had a wonderful ume. The ex-
students also came down for Founder’s Day, attended the Chapel service and then enjoyed themselves
at the fete.



This year we had visils from many ex-students living abroad. All who came recounted stories and
experiences of incidents while they were in school, I was happy to find that most ex-students keep in
touch with one another. All ex-students are most welcome here.

The Earthquake that hit the Latur District shook our school too with the result that some of our
buildings have developed cracks and during these holidays some major repairs will be done.

This year our major purchase was a Xerox machine. The syllabus now demands a lot of project work
and thus a lot of xerox copies are required.

We have also purchased a Tawa to make chapaties on. There has been a long standing demand for
chapalies and now we can make about 30 chapatics at a time. We have started by giving the children
chapalies once a week, It is a big job for over 2500 chapaties have to be made for a meal,

Finally, I would like to thank the Directors of the School for their invaluable advice and help, and

last but not least I wish to thank all members of the stall without whose hard work and dedication the
year 1993-94 would not have been a success,

IN MEMORIAM

Late Mr. David Horace Robins
Born 18th November 1936 — Died 2nd January 1994

On 2nd January 1994, one of our colleagues Mr. David Robins was no more. He was
on his annual X’Mas leave from 17th December 1993, during this period he was keeping
very indiferent health and his condition deteriorated in a few days. He suffered with a sore
throat, and never regained his voice, on a medical check up it was discovered that the
deadly disease cancer had laid its pangs on him and the ailment was in its final stages.
Doctors gave up all hopes he said his ailment was far gone and it was only a matter of days
for him.

Mr. David Robins came to Bombay from Calcutta after he lost his wife when his eldest
son was only 12 years old. He was a father of five children, he managed to secure his
children and then joined the services of Bombay Education society on 1st September 1974.
He was originally employed in Christ Church School Byculla or Sister School, subse-
quently he was transferred to the Barnes School and worked in the same capacity in the
Security Department where he served till his death,

Mr. Robins was a sports enthusiast, he had a knowledge of all games — Hockey,
Football, Cricket etc. and was an enthusiastic spectator in all school matches cheering his
school team till he became hoarse. If an International cricket match was on Mr. Robins
had his pocket transistor to his ears having information of the latest score, invariably at
these exciting moments of the game there always is a power failure and we turn to Mr.
Robins at the security gate check up on the latest score.

Mr. Robins was attached to his children and grandchildren, he was a conscientious
worker and dedicated to his duties, he was born on 18th November 1936 and was to retire
from service on 31st August 1994, But he did not live to see that day.

We along with his children miss him very much.

May his soul rest in peace.




FLASH BACK

Tn 1718 a priest of the Honourable East India Company, Richard Cobbe, founded a boarding school
for poor children near Flora Fountain. This school was run for almost a hundred years with only 12 pupils.
In 1815 Archdeacon Barnes appealed Lo his congregation in St. Thomas’s Cathedral for funds to expand
the school. The response was good. The Society was registered and by 1825 the school was moved to

Byculla.

The school flourished in its new situation, and in three years (1815-1818) the numbers doubled from
12 to 25. Mr. MacVeigh, the Headmaster, felt that this number was unmanageable and resigned in protest.

From 1815 1o 1924 the boarding-and-day schools were situated in Byculla. In the meanwhile 265
acres of land had been bought in Devlali where a boarding school was being constructed. In 1925, the
boarders moved to Devlali. This school was planned on a vast scale, In 1925 a boarding school for 1,000
boarders seemed unthinkable, when most schools were happy with about 200 boarders.

During the last sixty nine years, Barnes has had three Headmasters. The Revd. T. E. Evans (1925-
1934), Mr. W. R. Coles (1934-1969) and Mr. J. L. Davis (1969-1985).

Now Barnes School, Devlali is one of the largest residential schools in India. It is run by the Bombay
Education Society. The school is open to Children of all communitics who can fit in with and benefit
from the multifaceted and all-round education provided. The number of children attending the school
is about 1200 boarders and day scholars.

The Crest of the Society and its Schools

From the College of Arms, London we have obtained the following complete and authentic
description.

It is a combination of the crest of Archdeacon Bames, our Founder, on the lcft side, and that of his
wife, who belonged to the Camac family, on the right. On the left is a blue shield with the faces of three
white leopards and on the right, four quarters alternately white and blue with crossed swords, three five-
pointed stars and a crescent. The swords are in their natural steel colour with the points upward. The stars
are blue over the white quarters aud white over the blue. Similarly the crescent is white and blue. The
bird is a white falcon with golden beak and legs. It is standing on a green mount with six alternate twists
of white and blue underneath. The motto, in Latin, can be translated, “T shall arise with the strength
I have received.” This has a three-fold significance. In our school days and alter, we rise to ever greater
heights, fortified with the strength of body, mind and spirit which we have gained while in school.

Skin Deep Colour

Skin colour comes from pigments chiefly melanin, produced in special skin cells called
melonocytes. In the epidermis about one cell in ten is a melonocyte, If a person has active melonocytes
they make a lot of pigment and the skin is dark. If the melonocytes are inactive then the skin colour is
light. If there are a few active melonocytes scattered here and there then the skin is freckled.

One thing that activates melonocytes is sunlight. Sunlight also helps the skin to make Vitamin D,
which the body needs for healthy bones and teeth.

In sunny places, the melonocytes become more active and make more melanin. The result is sun
tan. The extra pigment protects tissues in the dermis from the sun's damaging ultra violet rays, although
the epidermis can become dry, wrinkled and at risk from skin cancer.

Groups of people who have lived in sunny places for many generations have developed dark skins
for protection against the sun. But the colour is only skin deep. Underneath the skin, we are all very much
the same.
